A) Loving like God loves requires a new birth (4:7).

D.  The Father’s love is perfected in us by his Spirit (4:11-13).

 4:7 says, “…whoever loves has been born of God and knows God.” Knows is present tense and can be understood as continuing to grow in knowledge of God. How have you continued to grow in knowledge of God in your own life? Give some examples.�


 The Father’s perfect love is made manifest through the Son (4:9-10 paraphrased). What are some ways we as Christians imitate this perfect love that the Father displayed through the Son?�


 Review the application from the sermon. Do you believe the Holy Spirit can perfect the love of God in you to a level you never thought possible? Discuss in your group.
