Central Idea:  In the Christian’s walk, spiritual attacks will happen, but we have God-given protection to help us be victorious. 
A) What does the Bible say about spiritual warfare?



1. Ephesians 6:11-12; 1 Peter 5:8; 2 Cor 2:10-11

B) How does Satan attack?



1. He attacks the church leaders (Luke 22:31).


2. He deceives and accuses (Revelation 12:9-10).


3. He distracts (Titus 3:9-11).

4. He makes you spiritually impotent (Luke 8:14).


5. Satan attacks when we are isolated (Matthew 4:1).



Questions for Fellowship Groups

1) Re-read Ephesians 6:11-12. How should this passage shape the way you view the world around you?  


2) Think of a time you’ve been under spiritual attack. What strategies did Satan use to attack you? 



3) In light of the 5 ways Satan attacks believers (especially #5), how do fellowship groups provide spiritual protection?



4) Ephesians 6:12 helps us understand that in the Christian life spiritual attacks aren’t just possible, they are inevitable. As a fellowship group, how will you “have each other’s back” when these attacks occur?  Discuss this amongst yourselves.  
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
