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DISCIPLING LIKE JESUS DISCIPLED  
(Selected Scriptures)


Central Idea:  Jesus’ model of discipleship with the Apostles is still relevant and applicable to modern day believers. 



A) Examples of Jesus discipling the Apostles.

· He teaches them to pray (Luke 11:1-13).

· He teaches them to understand (Luke 8:9-10).

· He teaches them to trust (Luke 8:22-25).
· He teaches them to minister and evangelize (Luke 9:1-6).

· He teaches them to submit to the will of the Father in all things (Luke 22:42).


B) What is the method of discipleship that unites all these instances?

· Jesus’ discipleship method was life-on-life.



Application: Fellowship groups are life-on-life discipleship.
