AD 53- Paul arrives in Ephesus (Acts 19:1) [“SARPY”]

· 19:1-7 No Knowledge of the ____________
· 19:8-10 No ____________, stubborn unbelief 

· 19:11-13 No ____________with Jesus

· 19:14-20 No ____________of God

· 19:21-41 No ____________to Truth

AD 56- Paul leaves Ephesus (Acts 19:21; 20:31) travels around Greece


AD 56- Riot in Ephesus defending idols after Paul left (Acts 19:21-41)

AD 57- Paul calls Ephesian Elders to meet him in Miletus (Acts 20:17)

· 20:18-27 -Paul’s Personal Disclaimer

· 20:28-35 -Paul’s Warning 
AD 60-62- Paul arrested, writes Ephesians from prison (AD 61)

AD 62- Paul leaves Timothy in Ephesus & writes 1 Timothy to address the false teachers that had penetrated the church at Ephesus, some had become elders and some women were neglecting their families in order to teach in the church. 




AD 96 Apostle John writes Revelation 2:1-7, Letter to Church at Ephesus

· “F” for loving Jesus and each other
