Fellowship Group Discussion Questions





Agree or disagree ... Believers, in general, understand the seriousness of sin. Support your view.


What are factors that cause us as believers to not have a “really bad” view of sin (i.e., to not embrace a biblical understanding of sin)?


Read Romans 6.1-11. (Reading it in different translations may prove to be helpful.) What does it mean in 6.11 to be “dead to sin?” What practical difference does it make in our daily experience?


Discuss ... Sin has no claim of any kind on the person who has been united with Christ. See Rom. 6.7. (Wiersbe: “If Satan can keep a Christian ignorant, he can keep him impotent.”)


We have been saved from the penalty and power of sin (and one day from the very presence of sin). What does that mean in light of the temptations we will face this week?
