From this passage, how would you council a believer who said he/she doesn’t experience close fellowship with the Lord? How does the truth John shares here help inform us about what to talk about?


This passage ties together two truths: loving one another and effective prayer. Discuss: “Our prayer lives cannot be separated from our relationship to fellow Christians.” Do we really believe that?
