Fellowship Group Discussion Questions





Have you ever been called as a witness in a courtroom or had to give testimony for a legal proceeding? Share about it with your group.


The Spirit, the water (Jesus’ baptism) and the blood (Jesus’ death) all serve as a powerful and authoritative witness of the person and work of Jesus Christ. Our faith is well-grounded! In spite of this, how does the world attack this witness and our faith today?


The assurance of our salvation rests on God’s promise. Other than the promise of God, how might a Christian falsely seek assurance of salvation? Why is God’s promise enough? Are you looking beyond God’s promise for assurance?


Discuss the relationship of assurance of salvation to our prayer lives.


John concludes by admonishing his readers, “guard yourselves from idols.” How do we do that?


Share how our study in 1 John has impacted your thinking and spiritual life. Close your time by thanking God for this letter and for the joy of intimate fellowship with Him.
