(Selected Scripture)
Central Idea: We should carefully study prophetic Scripture in order to understand that God holds the future just as He did the past.

I.  The Hesitancy to Study Prophetic Scripture
A. Too difficult (clarity of Scripture)
B. Too divisive (If division occurs when the Bible is accurately taught, it is not the fault of the Bible.)
C. Too dramatic (When the plain sense of Scripture makes good sense, seek no other sense, lest it result in nonsense.)
II.  What the Bible Teaches About the Future is Important – Why?
A. Gives us motivation for godly living (Titus 2.13; 2 Pet 3.11; 1 Jn 2.28)
B. Offers us hope, comfort and encouragement (1 Th 4.18)
C. Encourages patient endurance while suffering (James 5.7-11)
D. Helps us understand the greatness of God (Isa 41.21-24; 42.9)
