Consider Daniel’s experience here and that of his three friends in the fiery furnace in chapter 3. How are they similar? What is the one major difference?


Standing alone is certainly harder than in the company of others. Why?


What does this account from Daniel’s life tell us about how he viewed prayer? What does a life of prayer say about one’s faith?


How is Daniel’s prayer time different from those Jesus denounces (Mt 6.6; Lk 18.9-14)?


What does integrity at your place of work look like? What are the challenges in your specific work environment?


What can we learn from Daniel’s story about how we ought to deal with people who are trying to harm us (not necessarily physically)?


Pastor Chuck quoted Warren Wiersbe: “The most important part of a believer’s life is the part that only God sees.” Discuss.


In what areas of your life are you being challenged to trust God more?
